St. Patrick’s Day early reminder

The 28th Annual Greenville Avenue St. Patrick’s Day block party

will take place on Saturday afternoon, March 17. The Block Party will be

located on Greenville Avenue between Vanderbilt and Vickery.

The popular block party attracts thousands and significantly

impacts our neighborhood. “No parking” areas will be designated with

signs placed on the north side of streets from Morningside through

Goliad, the four blocks from Greenville to Skillman. There will be no

parking on the west sides of Delmar and Concho within this area as well.

No parking will be strictly enforced between 10:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m.

However; signs will be placed by 10:00 a.m. Friday to accommodate the

City ordinance requiring 24 hours’ notice.

The City will provide a map showing no-parking zones, street

closures, barricades, and directional traffic flow. That map will be distrib-

uted by LGNA volunteers to streets impacted by no-parking signs—

Morningside through Goliad.

The no-parking signs were initiated by the City several years ago

at the request of both the fire department to allow passage of fire trucks

and by the neighborhood associations involved — Lower Greenville,

Vickery Place, and Greenland Hill — to lessen the event’s impact on residents.

These three neighborhood associations work with the City and

the Greenville Commerce Association, and volunteer help is appreciated.

All signs for our area will be assembled and posted by LGNA

volunteers. LGNA will again raise funds for August’s National Night Out

by selling St. Patrick’s T-shirts to party-goers. You can also support

your neighborhood association by buying T-shirts or helping to sell them.

The Direct Marketing Assn. maintains
a list tcompanies use to remove names
from mailing lists. Unfortunately,

this service does not apply to mail sent

to resident/occupant. Their address

is DMA, Mail Preference Service,
PO Box 643, Carmel, NY 10512.

You can also remove your name from
the lists supplied by credit bureaus to
companies that generate pre-approved
offers for credit cards. Call 1-888-
567-8688 or go to www.creditsource
online.com/opt-out.html. You will be
asked for personal information.
Please note that these lists are updated
quarterly, so it may take several

months to notice a reduction in mail.

These animals, while cute, can cause
property damage and can be annoying.
They may also be a hazard to pets

and our own health.

In addition, there are many feral cats
amongst us. Reports of dog packs
endangering and killing pets are esca-
lating. A representative from Dallas
Animal Control will be at LGNA’s
January meeting to let us know how
to deal with the wild animals among
us. We'll also learn about responsible

pet ownership.

Fire-Rescue information

At LGNA’s November meeting, Frank
Johnson from Dallas Fire-Rescue
provided valuable information on the
many services provided by these

dedicated individuals.

Fire-Rescue staff will provide a fire
inspection for your home. Call 311 or
select “Fire Inspection” through

Dallas’ on-line 311 system.



Free smoke detectors are available
and will be installed by Fire-Rescue
personnel. Low income, elderly, or
disabled citizens are targeted for this
program. Call 214-670-4319 or select
“Smoke Detector Request” through
the 311 website.

If someone may need additional
assistance in the event of a fire (e.g.,
wheel-chair bound), this information
should be provided now to the
Fire-Rescue Dept. Call 311 to have
this information entered in the city’s
database. (You should be transferred
to another operator during your call.)
Emergency personnel will then
receive a message while they are en
route so that they are aware of

any special needs.

Several others gave permission
to clean up graffiti on their properties

the day of the event.

All debris was put out on the curb for
pick-up. (The clean-up date was
coordinated with bulk-trash pick-up.)
More than enough residents volun-

teered their curb spaces for the event.

Sorg reports that response from the
neighborhood continues weeks after
the event, and the event brought
many neighbors together for the first
time. And now the police can see
clearly down the alley and criminals

have one less place to hide.
